Each coach or substitute remains within 10 yardsithrer side of the halfway Line

No mechanical devices are used

The tone of the voice is instructive and not detoga

No coach, substitute, or spectator makes derogatongrks or gestures to the referees,

CAUTIONS AND EJECTIONS -A player or coach receiving two cautions (yellow
cards) in a single game is considered to have gien an Ejection (red card) for the
purposes of awarding points for the Tournament citipn (see SCORING section). A
player who has been ejected (sent off), will notd@aced. A player or coach who has
been ejected will not return for that game and walt be allowed to participate in the
next scheduled game. A player or coach who is@jefcr violent conduct or serious foul
play will not be allowed to participate in the n@W/O scheduled games. Any player or
coach who assaults a referee will be expelled fiteeriTournament. For the purpose of
this Tournament a coach can be carded. A teanbwitlisqualified from the Tournament
if any player or coach fails to comply with the yisions of this section.

SUSPENDED AND TERMINATED GAMES - If in the opinion of tournament

officials a game must be suspended (for reasoa)géme may be resumed, but is subject
to being ended not less than five (5) minutes godhe scheduled start of the next game.
If in the opinion of tournament officials, a gameshbe terminated for misconduct of
players, bench coaches, or spectators, the offgidam could be suspended from
further play and forfeits that game and all remagngames. All previous points earned
remain as played.
